2. Submit the Application and all requested documents.

3. If the application is accepted and school administration elects to proceed, we require tuition to
be prepaid (refundable if the student is unsuccessful getting a Visa) before 1-20 is issued.

4. A date and time for interview and testing will be scheduled as soon as possible. The
administration will make an admissions and placement decision after interview and testing.
